CCS Certificate of Christian Studies (this certificate is gained by 

successfully completing courses offered in the “Tyndale By Extension” 

ministry). 

 

CDiv Certificate in Divinity (Given where the 1
st
 year of the Mdiv is a 

terminal program.) 

 

CET Certificate in Evangelical Theology (A one year language-based 

program or the 1
st

study program)

system of the EU (European Union) one ECTS is equivalent to 1.43 

study points in Holland, or 28 study hours.  60 ECTS is full-time study 

annually. 

 

EEAA Acronym for the European Evangelical Accrediting Association.  This 

is an independent  (non-governmental) agency for accrediting 

evangelical schools per European standards. 

 

ETF Evangelical Theological Faculty, Leuven. 

 

EU European Union. 

 

HBO The acronym for the Dutch title of higher professional education; i.e. a 

four-year BA program for professional rather than academic purposes.  

However the knowledge content of such a program is expected to be 

the same as the WO or academic study.  The difference is the product: 

one who is able to apply the results of research rather than do research, 

that is be a leader in a field and be able to link professional skills to the 

current state of a profession.  Thus TTS speaks of teaching "applied 

theology."   
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MA Master of Arts Degree.  International nomenclature for 1-2 years of 

study beyond the BA, usually inclusive of a thesis.  Minimum of 60 

ECTS.  Normally on the European Continent the BA must be in the 

same subject area (whereas in North America this is not as rigorous a 

rule).  A professional school (like Tyndale) cannot by law offer an MA 

degree or “MA  in ….” degree by that name but can offer masters-level 

training and masters degrees; thus the designation “Master of …” as in 

Master of Business Administration or MET (see next entry). 

 

MDiv Master of Divinity.  Traditional degree for training pastors in North 

America. Requires BA degree in any subject. In North America this 

degree functions on the post-BA or graduate level. 1
st
, 2

nd
, and 3

rd
 years 

of theological/pastoral study but on masters level. In Europe this level 

of education is equivalent to the Vocational Master 

 

MET Master of Evangelical Theology.  1-2 years of Masters-level training 

built upon 3-4 years of Bachelor-level training in the same discipline.  

This is to be distinguished from the ThM in the USA, which is an 

additional year of education built upon three years of initial theological 

education (post BA/BS in any field).  The MET is equal in level to an 

Academic Master. 

 

PhD Doctor of Philosophy degree.  Usually a research oriented program 

requiring an MA in the same subject area and available only to those 

with the highest grades and promise for academic achievement. 

 

TBE Tyndale by Extension (the courses and training offered by TTS outside 

of its regular day-school program, e.g. correspondence, on-line, and 

evening or special weekend courses). 

 

ThD Doctor of Theology degree.  Still used on the European Continent and 

North America by some universities. Many who formerly offered the 

older ThD degrees now have changed it to a PhD.   

 

 

TOEFL Test of English as a Foreign Language. A score of 550 or better 

required for admission to most MA programs.

2. Need for and Nature of the Programs 
 

The evangelical populace is our main market for biblical and theological education. In 

continental Europe where the traditional church is in decline, though a number of evangelical 

churches are growing, little evangelical theological study on the Masters level is available in 

English. English is the main language of the most important evangelical publications and the 

universal international language of business and scholarship.  Further, in Western Europe 

there is a need for more practical and professional training for ministry. As we look farther 

afield, we see a second group for whom education in Europe may prove life-changing: those 

from non-Western areas who may profit from a cross-cultural learning environment. The 

extensive program of our Master of Divinity degree (a Vocational Masters) seeks to meet 

these needs. 

 

There also exists throughout the world, the need for advanced training (post-BA/BTh) for 

church leaders and Bible teachers – training which takes them beyond what is generally 

possible at the Bible school level. Thus arises the MET program. 

 

We are profoundly convinced that residential education allows space and time for reflection. 

It also provides opportunity for participation in a cross-cultural community which is a key 

component in development of Christian character. Further, such training helps give the 

perspective necessary to move on in leadership in the church. Hence a combination of 

traditional classroom, seminars, field ministry, plus non-formal and informal training is the 

best model for this type of educational experience. A number of schools already exist, even in 

English, for evangelicals who want purely academic or research training in Bible and 
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theology. But very little is available on the Master level for practical and professional 

ministry training. This, we feel, is our raison d’etre. 

 

Our programs are focused on those already working in ministry who are looking for further 

training in skills related to Bible translation and interpretation and/or missions and 

evangelism (i.e., exegetical and evangelical issues). But those who do not necessarily want a 

TTS degree but need extra study in English in order to enter MTh or PhD programs at schools 

like the VU in Amsterdam or the ETF in Leuven will find all or most of such courses 

available in the TTS curriculum (2
nd

 and 3
rd

 years of the MDiv and 1
st
 year of the Master of 

Evangelical Theology degree).     

 

The purpose of all our programs at TTS is to advance the cause of our Lord Jesus Christ for 

the glory of God and in obedience to His Word, for the evangelization and biblical education 

of every national, ethnic, racial, and linguistic group in the world. We are focusing especially 

on geographical boundaries of Europe for the purpose of building His church.   

 

 

What about accreditation?  

 

The 3-year MDiv (Master of Divinity) and the 2-year MET (Master of Evangelical Theology) 

degrees are fully accredited by the Evangelical European Accrediting Association (EEAA).  

Since its inception Tyndale’s credits have been accepted by many seminaries and universities 

internationally on the basis that the quality of the work done by students here is proven equal 

to that of similar, accredited institutions.

program, the Academic Dean may grant acceptance to the program in Special Student status. 

 

4.1.2  for Certificate in Evangelical Theology: (CET) 

 

  Admissions standards for the CET  program shall be the same as for the MET (see 

below). In occasional instances, where the certificate shall be taken as a terminal program, the 

Academic Dean may grant acceptance to the program in Special Student status. 

 

4.1.3  for Certificates in Christian Studies: (CCS) 

 

 A Certificate in Christian Studies (CCS), through the Tyndale Evening School 

program, is available to anyone who has complete secondary education.  This certificate is 

awarded upon the completion of a designated number of evening courses. 

 

 

4.2  for Master of Divinity: (MDiv) 

BA degree or equivalent  (180-240 ECTS; 3-4 academic years)  from an approved 

institution (vocational or academic).   

 

 

4.3  for Master of Evangelical Theology: (MET) 

BA degree/diploma in Bible or theology* or equivalent (BDiv; BTh, minimum 180 

ECTS) from an approved institution (the minimal equivalent of a Dutch HBO, or school of 

higher professional education).  See chart,  page 11 below. 

 

 

4.4  Additional requirements: 

 

The applicant wishing to train for ministry should be one who is committed to the Christian 

faith and to the Bible (Protestant canon) as the sole authority for faith and practice.  

Applicants with three or more years of experience in ministry work (volunteer or paid) will be 

given priority. 

 

A TOEFL score of at least 550 (or 213 for the computer version) is normally required of 

all applicants whose first language is not English.  All instruction is in English.  All 

required reading is in English, but other languages may be used in which the student is 

competent. 

 

Evidence of ministry experience or goal of a ministry career, and, if a foreign student, a 

pledge to return to one's own country for ministry or to another country as a missionary or 

minister.   
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Applicants to TTS may be required to apply to one of several established organizations in 

Holland for verification that their BA education is equivalent to comparable education in 

the EU.   This should cost ca. € 75.00.

Full details can be found in the appropriate 

Degree Curriculum Document (TTS-CERT, currently, Rev 3). 

 

5.1.2 Certificate of Divinity 

This Tyndale Theological Seminary certificate is awarded  to those who complete the 

first year of the Master of Divinity degree (see this page below). Mentoring 

requirements apply Full details can be found in the appropriate Degree Curriculum 

Document (TTS-CERT, currently, Rev 4). 

 

5.1.3 Certificate in Evangelical Theology  

This Tyndale Theological Seminary certificate is awarded  to those who complete the 

first year of the Master of Evangelical Theology degree (see this page below).  

Mentoring requirements apply Full details can be found in the appropriate Degree 

Curriculum Document (TTS-CERT, currently, Rev 4). 

 

5.1.4 Certificate of Christian Studies 

This certificate is gained by successfully completing 18 ECTS offered in the “Tyndale 

By Extension” ministry via evening and/or Saturday courses.  Some post-secondary 

training is recommended for admission to these courses.   

 

5.2 Master of Divinity degree (MDiv) 

 

This accredited degree consists of 199 ECTS taken across 3 years (full time) or up to a 

maximum of 6 years taken part-time. Internship, field work,  and mentoring 

requirements apply. Full details can be found in the appropriate Degree Curriculum 

Document (TTS-MDIV, currently Rev 4). 

 

5.3 Master of Evangelical Theology degree (MET) 

 

This accredited degree consists of 120 ECTS taken across 2 years (full time) or up to a 

maximum of 5 years taken part-time. Mentoring requirements apply. Full details can 

be found in the appropriate Degree Curriculum Document (TTS-MET, currently, Rev 

3). 

 

5.3.1  First Year of MET for Transfer Credit 

 

Those who desire an MTh accredited by the Dutch government may use the first year 

of the TTS MTh or the MDiv degree to apply to the CERT (Center of Evangelical and 

Reformation Theology) at the Vrije Universiteit (VU or Free University) in 

Amsterdam in order to enter its Master of Evangelical Theology program, which has 

either a terminal MTh or a pre-PhD option.  Another evangelical alternative for 

government accreditation is to transfer to the ETF (Evangelische Theologische 
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Faculteit or Evangelical Theological Seminary) in Leuven (Heverlee), Belgium.  

Tyndale is a participating partner in the CERT at the VU and cooperates by sharing 

faculty and courses with the ETF.  The first year of the MET at TTS provides the 

courses (15-42 ECTS) in English that most applicants to CERT are required to 

complete before staring the MTh there formally.   

 

5.3.2 Second Year of Master of Evangelical Theology (66 ECTS) 

 

Depending on the students standing at matriculation into the MET program, some 

students may be eligible to complete the thesis portion of the second year through 

distance education; but some contact with the faculty advisors is required for 

completion of the credits.   

 

5.3.3 Practical Education Requirements 

 

5.3.3.1  Internship/Practical Experience  

 

Note: Students who have already had adequate ministry experience may in some cases 

be exempted from internships. However, all exemptions must be approved by the 

Director of Practical Education in advance.  Each student will be personally 

evaluated regarding the time and type of ministry experience upon entry into a study 

program.

6.1  Biblical and Exegetical Studies

6.1.1  Old Testament Studies 

 

OT 500  Survey of Old Testament Literature and History 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

The purpose of this course is to provide the student with an overview of the content 

and flow of the Old Testament.  Additionally, backgrounds, literary types, and an 

overall theology of the Old Testament will be presented.  Special emphasis will be 

made on God’s progressive revelation of Himself and His relationship to mankind. 

 

Reading for the Course 

Old Testament.  Arnold, Bill T. and Bryan E. Beyer. Encountering the Old 

Testament. Grand Rapids: Baker, 1999.  Various handouts.   

 

Requirements for the Course 

Class lectures, readings, a series of essays, two exams 

 

OT 610 Elementary Hebrew A  
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

Any claim to mastery (MA level) in Bible and/or theology assumes the ability to 

evaluate critically the exegetical and interpretive claims made by commentaries and 

Christian leaders/teachers.  This requires at least the skills involved in understanding 

the arguments for a particular doctrine or interpretation or translation, especially when 

based on an appeal to data from the Hebrew Old Testament.  Naiveté is so frequent in 

this area that a good evangelical training program must require a certain minimum 

ability in Classical Hebrew. This course covers phonology, and morphology of OT 

Hebrew, weak verbs, and beginning lexicography. 

 

Reading for the Course 

The course is comprised of the mastery of The Basics of Biblical Hebrew Grammar by 

Pratico and Van Pelt and its attendant Workbook, also by Pratico and Van Pelt. 

Students are introduced to the Hebrew Bible and the Brown, Driver, Briggs Lexicon. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Class attendance; workbook assignments; quizzes and exams. 

 

OT 620  Elementary Hebrew B and Intermediate Hebrew (Syntax) 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

Any MA program in Bible/theology worthy of the name must take the development of 

Hebrew skills to the level of syntax and insightful exegesis and translation skills. This 

course builds on OT 610 and covers advanced syntax. 
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Reading for the Course 

Texts used in OT 610 plus A Guide to Biblical Hebrew Syntax by Arnold and Choi, 

with cross-references to Joüon-Muraoka, A Grammar of Biblical Hebrew and/or An 

Introduction to Hebrew Syntax by Waltke and O'Connor. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Class attendance; written assignments; quizzes and exams. 

 

OT 745S I and II Samuel 

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

An exposition of the books of Samuel, including an emphasis on the history recounted 

in these books, the literary artistry evidenced in how the author created his work, and 

the theology expressed in the books. In addition a focus on how the books should be 

used by Christian believers in the 21
st
 century. 3.0 ECTS 

 

OT 765 Hebrew Exegesis:  Poetic Books 

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course will focus on the Book of Psalms and will involve a consideration of the 

primary characteristics of Hebrew poetry (terseness, parallelism, and figurative 

language). In addition the course will involve students in reviewing all previous 

Hebrew material and in using this knowledge to develop the message of selected 

psalms. Prerequisites: satisfactory completion of OT 610 and OT 620. 5.0 ECTS. 

Reading for the course 

The course is comprised of the mastery of Encountering the Book of Psalms by C. 

Hassell Bullock and Old Testament Textual Criticism: A Practical Introduction by 

Ellis R. Brotzman. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Class attendance; exams; exegetical papers on selected psalms. 

 

 

OT 840 Seminar E:  Old Testament Theology 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

An introduction to Old Testament Theology which includes readings and discussions 

of the history, nature, aims, and limitations of OT Theology, as  well as an 

acquaintance with the major practioners of OT theology in the 20th and 21st centuries. 

The course includes a major paper on the place of Wisdom within OT Theology.  

5.0 ECTS. 

 

6.1.2  New Testament Studies 

 

NT 500  NT Survey & Backgrounds 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course will provide an overview of the main ideas within each of the New 

Testament books.  It will examine issues of canon, authorship, date, integrity, purpose, 

and provenance for each book.  It will also give an overview of background issues 

from Judaism and the Greco-Roman world that are essential for understanding the 
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New Testament.  This content will be examined with attention to the church as well as 

academically. 

 

At the end of this class, students will know the key introductory issues for New 

Testament books, historical background information, and main ideas found in each 

New Testament book.  It will provide the basis for further New Testament study. 

 

Reading for the Course 

D. A. Carson and D. J. Moo, An Introduction to the New Testament (primary); 

instructor's notes, other secondary readings. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Reading, Backgrounds Project, Backgrounds Exam, 2 papers, and a Survey Exam. 

 

NT 610 Elementary Greek 
(No credit is earned towards TTS MET-only as a prerequisite to admission.) Students with 

prior language training may demonstrate satisfactory proficiency by examination. 

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course is the foundational course for the TTS NT series. It prepares students to be 

able to use the original language of the New Testament for sound analysis of the 

Biblical text. The course is delivered during the summer term covering an 8 week 

period and is  designed  for intense study and , due to the workload involved  is 

intended to be the primary  activity  of student during the period. Class session will 

run approximately three hours per day for 4 days per week. In addition the student will 

be expected to perform study, memorization, and reading and exercises for a 

minimum of another 15 hours per week. At the end of the course the student will have 

an excellent comprehension of the basic elements of the Koine Greek as taught in The 

Basics of Biblical Greek by W. D. Mounce. 

 

Reading for the course 

Reading includes The Basics of Biblical Greek by W. D. Mounce with its 

accompanying workbook, Essential English Grammar by Philip Gucker, portions of 

the Greek New Testament (UBS4); the instructor’s handouts and worksheets. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Ninety-five percent class attendance; workbook and homework assignments, quizzes 

and exams; Successful passing of final exam. 

 

NT 620 Intermediate Greek (Syntax) 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This is the follow-on course to Elementary Greek. It is also the first course for those 

who have successfully demonstrated their knowledge of the language by examination. 

 

The key objectives of this course are (1) to equip the student to be able to read 

comfortably much of the New Testament materials with minor assistance from helps; 

(2) prepare the student for genuine exegetical use of Koine Greek (3) to demonstrate 

exegesis through the translation of the Epistle of James. 

 

In this course the student will (1) translate the Epistle of James (2) compare their 

translations with other English versions (3) master the majority of the concepts put 
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forth in It's Still Greek to Me by David Alan Black (4) learn Greek vocabulary through 

20 occurrences. 

 

Reading for the Course 

The student will read the entirety of David Alan Black's It's Still Greek to Me. 

Students will use the UBS 4th edition and A Grammatical Analysis of the Greek New 

Testament. 4th ed., by Maximillian Zerwick and Mary Grosvenor. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Translation assignments, exegetical worksheets; quizzes and final exam. 

 

Prerequisites for the Course 

Successfully pass the final examination for NT 510 “Elementary Greek” with a score 

of 75% or better. 

 

NT 750 NT Exegesis:  Luke-Acts 
This is a 5 ECTS course consisting of 4 hours per week of class during the regular 

semester, and an additional 88 hours of work outside of class. 

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course is the third in the TTS NT Greek series. Not only does it seek to build 

exegetical skill and insight, it seeks to polish and perfect the student’s intermediate 

Greek skills. This semester-long course covers the following topics: NT Narrative 

Literature; The Historical Jesus; Elementary Discourse Analysis; Aspectual Theory of 

the Greek Verb in Practice; Use of the Synopticon; the Synoptic Question; Useful 

Redactional-Critical Approaches to the NT. Weekly quizzes on reading and 

translation, exegetical preparations, précis on the readings, and a final examination are 

among the evacuative tools.  MET students have special modules which cover a brief 

overview of the History of (Western) Biblical Criticism and analysis of hermeneutical 

approaches to the Gospels. An information based final is given to MDiv students; the 

final examination for MET students  is analysis and application of concepts to 

previously unseen material.

NT 755 NT Exegesis:  Romans 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course will be an in-depth examination of Paul's letter to the Romans in the 

Greek language.  It will be an exegesis of Romans, paying particular attention to 

issues of controversy within the epistle. Attention will also be paid to the influence of 

Judaism within the epistle. Diagramming will also be learned. 
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At the end of the course students will have practiced exegetical skills. They will know 

key issues of controversy within the epistle.  They will also have learned how to do 

Greek sentence diagrams.

NT 760 NT Exegesis:  Corinthians Correspondence 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This class will examine Paul’s letters to the Corinthian congregation.  It will consider 

the Greco-Roman background of the Corinthians as well as the Jewish and Christian 

ideas that ground his writing.  Paul’s theology will also be evaluated from these 

letters.  This class will continue to develop the exegetical skills of students in the 

Greek New Testament.  Attention will be paid to critical issues that influence 

contemporary church life such as marriage and divorce, weak and strong brothers, 

church discipline, and spiritual gifts.  This class is given during the winter term. Basic 

Greek and Intermediate Greek are expected, although a non language option may be 

available.

Students will be reading through commentaries for 1 Corinthians by Gordon Fee, 

Anthony Thiselton, and Craig Blomberg and for 2 Corinthians by Paul Barnett, 

Murray Harris, and Scott Hafemann.  Students will be translating Paul’s writing into

Ninety percent class attendance, exegetical paper, and short reports. 

 

NT 780    NT Exegesis: The Revelation to John 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course is a fast-paced overview of the hermeneutical, historical and 

interpretational challenges of the Book of the Revelation to John. The instructor will 

set forth the scope of interpretational possibilities and then suggestion one possible 

approach which seeks to be faithful both to the theological content of the book as well 

as its historical-prophetic role in Scripture. Students will be expected to review and 

build upon previous knowledge of the Old and New Testaments as well as Biblical 

Greek. Readings include a broad overview of NT eschatological issues. 

 

Reading for the Course 

Students will read portions of various commentaries using different hermeneutical 

approaches to the interpretation of the book. A précis of this material must be made. 

 

Requirements of the Course 
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The student must complete and submit a précis on the readings listed; must read 

through the entire book of Revelation, once in his or her native language, and once in 

Greek making observations each time; must submit the following five work sheets 

before the required final examination: 

1. Two observational charts from the readings through the Revelation 

2. Chart of OT allusions identified by the student in the Revelation 

3. Chart of symbols and their meanings found in the Revelation 

4. Chart of Hermeneutical Perspectives on the Revelation 

 

NT 830  Seminar B:  New Testament Theology 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course provides a synthesis of theology as is found throughout its presentation in 

the New Testament.  It will examine theological themes that run throughout the New 

Testament, comparing themes from each book with others.  It will also address the 

unity of the New Testament in an age where many want to find 27 diverse opinions. 

 

The key objectives of the course are to (1) distinguish theological themes present 

within books of the New Testament (2) isolate central themes that run throughout the 

New Testament by comparing with the findings of leading New Testament scholars 

(3) write an exegetical paper on a point of controversy in New Testament theology (4) 

participate in dialogue with fellow students about New Testament theology.

It also looks at 

contemporary issues in Evangelical theology and practice.

times to those of the modern time; (2) genre analysis and how it assists the 

hermeneutical enterprise; and (3) how the results of biblical study can be proclaimed 

in the modern context. The course is designed for 1st year MET students and 2nd year 

MDiv students.  4 ECTS.

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

All church leaders, especially pastors, are involved in the lives of people.  To be 

involved in their lives means that they are also involved in their struggles and 

problems.  For this reason, Tyndale offers a pastoral counseling course which teaches 

various theories, approaches, principles and techniques with the intent to help the 

student develop helping skills related to implementing a biblical approach to 

counseling.  Common counseling problems are considered.

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

As people who play a very important role by influencing a group of God’s people to 

accomplish the mission He has set before them, Christian leaders need to develop 

their leadership skills. Therefore, the student is taught and trained in key leadership 
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skills such as prayer, vision and goal setting, developing strategy for ministry, team 

working and group effectiveness, empowering of people, time management, leading 

meetings and making decisions, networking, delegation and key administrative 

principles related to leadership.

Attempts to develop skill in thinking and acting ethically in the light of biblical 

principles. Reflection on selected specific issues such as abortion, capital punishment, 

euthanasia, genetics, racial/ethnic discrimination, warfare, etc.

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

An essential part of the educational experience at Tyndale concerns practical 

internships which includes spiritual, character, and ministry skill development.  The 

MET internship is directed toward vocational vocational Christian ministry, 

specifically in the areas of leadership and theological education.  Central to the 

internship is the personal mentoring of the students by an experienced Christian 

worker. 

Reading for the Course 

Depending on the individual goals of the particular student and the particular 

internship context, the student may be required to read and study various literary 

resources. Thus, the reading assignment varies with each student and his particular 

goals. 

Requirements for the Course 

The time allotment is determined by the academic program of the student.  The MET 

student does 84 hours of practical ministry in the internship. 
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AT 821 Seminar C:  Marriage & Family 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

Since Christianity is based in many ways on godly and sound families, it is important 

that Christian leaders in the local have a good grasp of the biblical and theological 

understanding of marriage and family issues.  In order to equip them to better help 

the families in their churches this course is centered around three aspects specifically 

related to ministry: (1) biblical theological and definitions of marriage and family; (2) 

views on marriage and divorce, homosexuality; (3) a study of the Scriptures and their 

application in relation to pastoral counseling in reference to marriage and divorce, 

marital preparation, homosexuality, singleness, sexuality, child rearing and parental 

guidance.

views of war, (2.) be encouraged to learn how to make peace and maintain it, (3.) 

evaluate these views and choose one they feel is most Biblical and philosophically 

defensible, (4.) make friends with one international student.

6.2.4  Systematic Theology Courses 

 

ST 500 Survey of Doctrine 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

The goal of this course will be to provide a sound foundation for further study of 

systematic theology.  The assumption of the course is a prerequisite of the student 

having had a general Bachelor level survey of theology.  In this course, we will 

attempt to cover all areas of theology:  Bibliology, Theology Proper, Christology, 

Pneumatology, Anthropology, Hamartiology, Soteriology, Ecclesiology and 

Eschatology, but in more depth than on a Bachelor level. 

 

ST 510 Prolegomena and Bibliology 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course will consist of two parts:  Prolegomena (things prior to the study of 

theology) and Bibliology (the doctrine of the Bible).  In Prolegomena we will cover 
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issues of religious epistemology, the locus of authority, the relation of philosophy and 

theology, the relationship of theology and science, questions of the existence of God 

from natural theology, and a comparison of various world-views with a Christian 

theistic world-view.  In Bibliology we will cover the issue of Scriptural authority, the 

inspiration of the Bible, the question of the canon of Scripture and the transmission of 

the Bible, among other issues related to the doctrine of Scripture. 

 

ST 711 Ecclesiology and Eschatology 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

The purpose of this course is to provide the student with an overview of the doctrine 

of the Church and the doctrine of the end times.  The doctrine of the Church will be 

examined through the grid of the four traditional marks of the Church as found in 

Ephesians and expressed in some of the earliest creeds of the Church:  one, holy, 

catholic(universal), and apostolic.  The doctrine of the end times will study the 

progressive revelation of God's eschatological plan, both personal and universal, with 

the goal of gaining a greater understanding of the sovereign power, righteousness and 

goodness of God. The various eschatological interpretations believed by the Church 

concerning the millennial kingdom of Christ and His return also will be compared and 

contrasted.

ST 812 Seminar D:  Pneumatology and Angelology 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

The person of the Holy Spirit and His work today is a very vital, current issue.  In this 

course we will consider the deity of the Spirit, the personal identity of the Spirit, the 

ministry of the Spirit throughout biblical times and in the current period of the 

Church.  We will consider the issue of spiritual gifts and the role of the Holy Spirit in 

the believer’s life. 

 

Angels and demons have become a very live topic of discussion in these Post-Modern, 

Post-Christian, Neo-Pagan days.  In this part of the course we will discuss a biblical 

view of angels and demons.  We will consider the question of their existence, their 

metaphysical makeup and the issue of their status as creatures.  We will discuss the 

issue of the creation of all angels and the fall of some, esp. Satan and his minions.  We 

will consider what an appropriate view on this subject is in our age.

6.3.1  Evangelism/Evangelical Ministry

Reasons for and Description of the Course 

The way reality is perceived and explained has changed enormously over the last half-

century, greatly impacting European and Western societies. Postmodernism has arisen 

in reaction to the perceived shortcomings of modernism, and as a product of 

developments in the philosophy of language and science, sociology, and the arts. 

Theology has been deeply impacted by this postmodern shift. Although 

postmodernism has helped the contemporary world critically examine itself, it is not 

without its dangers.

Because missiological approaches and methods are an outcome of theology, it is 

essential that church and mission leaders understand the theological underpinnings of 

Missiology. The course is a study of the theology of missions and evangelism related 

to three aspects: (1) theological foundations, especially related to the Trinitarian 

nature of God and the evangelization of the world; (2) key theological issues related to 

missions and evangelism: social vs. evangelistic ministry, receptivity and rejection; 

religious pluralism; spiritual warfare; syncretism and the prosperity gospel; (3) 

implications for global partnership.

Paradigms in Conflict. David J. Hesselgrave and other literature related to the topic of 

discussion. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Participation in the class discussions; readings and analyses, personal 

theological formulations on current missiological issues, student presentations 

and a final exam. 

 

6.3.2  Missions Ministry 

 

MM 775 Cross-cultural Christianity  
Reasons for and Description of the Course 
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Due to the rapid globalization in the world, it is becoming increasingly important to 

understand culture and the cultural context of ministry. Christian workers in Europe 

as well as other parts of the world have an increasing challenge of relating to people 

of other cultures due to global movement through immigration and the plight of 

refugees. Thus, it is essential that Christian leaders have a good grasp of culture in 

order to be more effective in ministry.  The course examines the following:  

definition, nature, and values of culture, worldview, cultural problems 

(monoculturalism and ethnocentrism), transculturalism, and approaches to ministry in 

culture.

Because it is God’s will that the great commission be fulfilled of making disciples of 

all nations, it essential that all church leaders know and understand what is involved in 

carrying out this commission.  Thus, the course examines four main aspects of this 

task: (1) the foundation for becoming a Disciple-maker; (2) a study of evangelism; (3) 

the development of a strategy of personal evangelism and (4) for personal 

discipleship.

The course will thus have a brief introduction to the 

theology of religion, but will focus on the major religious in the world (Islam, 

Hinduism, Chinese Folk Religions and Christianity, especially Roman Catholicism).

During these 

periods the church has grown very rapidly through various movements, leading to the 

redemption of millions of people and to further outreach.  For this reason this course 

will examine the basic types of church growth movements: reform, revival, and 

rapidly reproducing churches and the ministry implications related to reform and 

renewal, revival, and the development of new churches.

For this reason, 

this course offers an examination of the following aspects: (1) definitions of mission 

and evangelism; (2) goals and purposes of missions; (3) biblical and theological 

foundations for missions; (4) a brief survey of the history of missions; and (5) 

strategies for missionary work.

Whether one is a 

local church pastor or a missionary, understanding how to plant a new church is 
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crucial for the extension of the gospel in the world.  For this reason the fundamental 

concepts, methods, and techniques of church planting, including strategies for pre-

evangelism, contact, church organization, forms of worship, self-support, lay 

participation, and leadership development.

The Christian world is in need of leaders, especially godly leaders, who are able to 

influence groups of people toward the accomplishment of God’s purposes. For this 

reason, this course offers a practical study, leading to the development of the 

Christian leader. The essence of spiritual authority, dynamics, character, goals and 

purposes of spiritual leadership are examined.

PM 505 A-F Spiritual Formation 
Reasons for and Description of the Course 

This course is devoted to the personal development of the student, especially in 

relation to the spiritual growth, maturity, and character development.  It especially 

focuses on the student’s love for God and neighbor, resulting in greater obedience to 

follow Jesus Christ in Word and Deed.  It is composed of two aspects: (1) Personal 

mentoring and (2) Community duties and work projects. 

 

Requirements for the Course 

Students prepare assignments related to spiritual growth, maturity and character 

development in advance of meeting with a mentor and other students once a month.

9.1 Academic Costs 
 

NB: All fees at Tyndale Theological Seminary are paid in Euros (€). Exchange rates may vary 

considerably during the year, and applicants are encouraged to consider possible fluctuations 

when estimating their total education costs. Modest increases should also be expected in 

Tyndale Seminary housing and education fees from year to year in keeping with rises in the 

cost of living experienced in the Netherlands (3-5%).

9.5 Financial Assistance 

 

Every effort has been made to keep the cost of a seminary education affordable so that 

financial need will not be a barrier to prospective students. Costs at Tyndale Seminary are 

much lower than that of many graduate institutions in Europe and much, much lower than 

those of similar institutions in North America. Nevertheless, it will be a challenge for 

virtually every student at the seminary to raise the necessary funds. It must be noted that 

many students do have part time jobs and are permitted to work in the Netherlands for about 

eight to ten hours a week, and thus supplement their income.  

Generous financial assistance is available. Financial assistance will be awarded on the basis 

of: 

(1) The availability of funds.  

(2) The needs of the student as determined from the Financial Disclosure Statement to be 

submitted by the student.

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9.6 Financial Disclosure 

 

Students: Prior to initiating any action for an entry visa or resident permit, Tyndale must be 

satisfied with the student's financial preparations and also receive certain assurances with 

regard to the student's conduct while a guest in the Netherlands. The student will be required 

to satisfy the seminary with respect to financial and insurance matters. The student may meet 

these requirements by completing a financial disclosure form and a declaration form provided 

by the seminary and by furnishing not only letters of intent from sponsors but proof of cash in 

the bank. Generally, a student will be required to pay certain amounts in advance, before the 

school will request the visa to be issued.
